MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING OF APRIL 6, 2009
A Special meeting of the Conemaugh Township Board of Supervisors was called to order at                   8:32 a.m. on April 6, 2009 by Chairman Steven Buncich.  Board members present were Steven Buncich, Chairman, Wayne Kauffman, Vice-Chairman, and Albert Zuccolotto, Assistant Secretary/Treasurer.  Solicitor William Barbin was absent.

FLOOR OPENED TO PUBLIC COMMENT:

NEW BUSINESS:

RESOLUTION R08-09:  Chairman Buncich stated that this resolution was to condemn the final 102 properties needed so the sewer project could progress.  All properties listed for condemnation had unsigned easements for various reasons.  There was a motion by Mr. Kauffman, seconded by Mr. Zuccolotto, to adopt Resolution R08-09 authorizing condemnation of land for the Benscreek/Ideal Sewer Project.  Roll call vote:  Mr. Kauffman – yes, Mr. Zuccolotto – yes, and Mr. Buncich – yes.  Motion carried unanimously.

At this point, Chairman Buncich called for any further public comment:
Joe Stevens of 126 Stevens Lane asked if people were paying for wye installations for future development like he had paid for his property in the past, which had cost him $25.00.  He wanted to know if any wyes installed were not being paid for on this sewer project and would the installed wyes be reported to the Supervisors.  Chairman Buncich answered that the Supervisors were not aware of any wyes not paid for, and that they received a report of the wyes installed.  Mr. Stevens was informed that the current cost to have a wye installed was approximately $145.00, but it did vary according to the size of the pipe.
Mr. Stevens was concerned that a property owner could have a wye installed, but not pay the sewer tap fee until the property was developed, which would be years later.  The Supervisors stated that it was correct that a person would not pay the tap in fee until the property was developed, which the fee would be higher at that time, but they were required to pay for the installed wye by September 2009, and if the wye was not paid for, they could not tap into the sewer system. Tom Reilly of the EADS Group stated that the EADS inspector on the sewer project kept a list of the wyes installed.
Lonny Bungard of 161 Mitchell Court stated he was listed on the condemnation list, but he thought the sewer line was not going to be running through his property, so would he still need to sign the easement.  Chairman Buncich stated that Mr. Bungard should review the maps with Josh Kalp of EADS after the meeting to determine where the line would be installed, and if it was not going on his property, then he would be removed from the list.

There was a motion by Mr. Zuccolotto, seconded by Mr. Kauffman, to adjourn the meeting at 8:46 a.m.
